2. Students become eligible to enroll in dual credit courses in fall of grade 9 and college credit only courses in grade 11.

3. Required for Academic/AAS/Level 2 Certificate students (Unless otherwise exempt): TSIA-1 reading score 351 or TSIA-2 ELAR score 945 or
overall passing score for TSIA-2 ELAR section.

Recommended for Level 1 Certificate students: TSIA-1 reading score of 347 or TSIA-2 ELAR score of 945.

Prerequisites for specific courses, including TSIA-1 or TSIA-2 testing prerequisites, must be satisfied.

Students whose test scores indicate a need for remediation are not eligible to enroll in the failed curriculum area.

Permission is limited to the term indicated. A new form will be required each semester.

Students must maintain a 2.0 or above college GPA upon completion of 6 credit hours to continue eligibility for the program.

Students with three or more withdrawals on the college transcript will no longer be eligible for the program.

Program eligibility ends 6 weeks before high school graduation.

After high school graduation, students must submit a final high school transcript to MCC.
