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MUSIC MISSION STATEMENT

The Transfer Music Program provides the first two years of
preparation for a Bachelors Degree in Music or Music
Education. Students wishing to become performers, educators,
private teachers, composers, and/or enter graduate school should
pursue this program. Course work emphasizes preparation in
the student's applied major, theory/sight -singing, keyboard
skills, music literature, and performing skills through ensemble
experience. Students will be encour aged to consider the degree
plan of a four -year institution in planning the specific course of
study.

The Department of Music, as a unit of the
Visual & Performing Arts Division, is
committed to enhancing the cultural life of the
McLennan Community Colle ge campus, Waco
and surrounding communities by providing
exposure to a variety of musical programs.

DESCRIPTION OF MCLENNAN COMMUNITY
COLLEGE MUSIC PROGRAM AND FACILITIES

Our densely wooded 200 -acre campus with an enrollment of 9,000 students is
located adjacent to the Bosque and Brazos Rivers in Waco, Texas. The city of
Waco has a metropolitan population of 220,000 residents and provides a
multitude of cultural and recreational opportunities, including Lake Waco.

The Music Program:

Offers freshman and sophomore -level courses in music performance and
music education, leadi ng toward an Associate, Bachelor of Music or
Bachelor of Music Education d egree.

Provides supporting dance, movement and acting coursework within the
Visual & Performing Arts Division in theatre, for music majors who
qualify.

Produces a fully mounted opera production annually, numerous small
and large ensemble concerts as well as student solo and exit recitals.
Students may also audition and participate in the theatre department
musical.

Features the Performing Arts Center, completed in 1985 and refurbished
in 2007, which houses a 350 -seat standard proscenium theatre with
computer -assisted technical support, including an updated computerized
lighting system.

Offers an intimate studio (black box) theatre housed in the Fine Arts
Building, with flexible theatre seating for 100 for smaller performances.

Features an outdoor amphitheatre, the Bosque River Stage, a 510 -seat
performance facility built at the McLennan Community College marina in
2001.

Awards a substantial numb er of competitive scholarships each semester
to students interested in vocal or instrumental music.

Provides practice rooms located in the Ball Performing Arts Center. Most
are equipped with a piano ; some are designated percussion only.
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FINE ARTS & PE RFORMING ARTS CENTER
BUILDING USE POLICY

Students may request the use of rehearsal and/or performance space within

the Visual & Performing Arts complex. Use of stages and/or classrooms
outside of prescribed times in the Fine Arts and Performing Arts Ce  nter
buildings must be requested through the appropriate faculty members. A

student may not use any of the facilities unless a faculty = member is present
in the building The College security system includes both building and
parking lot cameras .

ADVISIN G CHECKLIST

Students should seek advice from their assigned Music faculty advisors, your
applied music instructor. A successful student pursues counsel in all facets of
college life. Below is a partial list of academic advising guidelines. This
sheet should be used to insure that you have completed all that is expected of
you during your tenure at McLennan Community College

Prior to admission : (check when completed)

Complete an admissions application to the College and submit it to
the Office of Admissions.

Arrange for an official high school transcript , GED or other college
transcripts to be sent to the Office of Admissions.

Complete all necessary forms for financial assistance, especially the
Free Application for Federal St udent Aid (FAFSA). Check for
deadlines so your request will be processed by the appropriate
time. (See the Financial Aid Officer or the college website for
information.)

Complete all scholarship forms and audition requirements as
determined by t he faculty.

Complete all required placement testing . A student should expect no
latitude for exceptions when it comes to Texas Success Initiative
requirements. All Texas state colleges and universities are
subject to this mandate.

After admisson:

Attend all appropriate orientations and/or registration sessions as
required prior to your first semester and each succeeding
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semester. Attend all required departmental meetings for
students.

Register for classes after consulting you r assigned music faculty
advisor. Online (Webadvisor) registration is available at
specified times during the year. Class schedules are available in
booklet form at the Admissions Office or on the website:
www.mclennan.edu . The website version is usually more up to
date.*

You may discuss a transfer plan with your Music faculty advisor by
the end of your first year. Compare your courses to the Music
Field of Study 0 see p.31.

Retrieve your course grades at semester ¢

*Courses listed in the Schedule of Classes are numbered according to the
Texas Common Course Numbering System (TCCNS) developed by the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating Board. The first digit refers to course level;
the second digit refers to hours of ¢ redit for that course; the final two digits
constitute the course unique number. For example, MUSI 1311 is a
freshman -level course (1) for 3 hours of credit with the unique number 10.
MUSI 2311 is a sophomore -level course (2) for 3 hours of credit with t he
unigue number 61. State colleges and universities (and some private
universities) adhere to this numbering system for ease of transferability.
MUEN indicates a music ensemble course. MUAP indicates applied (private)
lessons. TBA (To Be Arranged) is listed as the time for all applied lessons.
Leave a copy of your schedule with your instructor and he/she will contact
you.

MCC ABSENCE POLICY

Attendance and promptness in all classes and rehearsals are of principal
importance. Although each faculty member may have specific requirements
stated on class syllabi, each music major is expected to be present in class on
a regular basis. In the event of an excused absence (due to illness or death in
the immediate family or attendance at a school -sponsored event), telephone
calls, messages and/or advanced discussion with the faculty member
concerning the absence are requested prior to the classes missed. Please note
that excused absences allow the student to make up missed work but still
count as part of th e total number of absences for a course. In the case of
missed classes, it is the responsibility of the student to contact the professor
and request make -up work. Each individual professor will determine if and
how make -up is allowed for absences and/or tardies. Please take note of the
following MUSIC ENSEMBLE ATTENDANCE POLICY.
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Regular and punctual attendance is expected of all students, and each
professor should maintain a complete record of attendance for the entire
length of each course. Students wi |l be counted absent from class meetings
missed, beginning with the first official day of classes. Students, whether

present or absent, are responsible for all material presented or assigned for a

course and will be held accountable for such materialsint he determination of

course grades. In the case of online and hybrid courses, attendance will be
determined in terms of participation, as described in the course syllabus.
Absence from 25 percent of scheduled lecture and/or laboratory meetings will
be taken as evidence that a student does not intend to complete the course.
Unless the professor has reason to believe the student will complete the
course, the student will be withdrawn from the course with a grade of W. The
professor may reinstate the student i f satisfied that the student will resume
regul ar attendance and will compl et e
absences are reached after the official drop date (the 60 percent point in the
semester or term), the professor may assign a W if the stud ent is passing and
requests to be withdrawn. However, if a student who is not passing reaches
the 25 percent point after the official drop date, the student will receive an F.

In extenuating circumstances, the professor may assign a W to a student who

is not passing. Each absence will count toward attendance requirements in
each course.

Students will be permitted to make up class work and assignments missed
due to absences caused by (1) authorized participation in official college
functions, (2) personal i llness, (3) an illness or a death in the immediate
family, or (4) the observance of a religious holy day. The professor has the
prerogative of determining whether a student may make up work missed due

to absences for other reasons. | t i s t he s bngililieyntb 6 s

communicate the reason for an absence and to do so in a timely fashion
Students enrolled in mandated developmental classes must adhere to
attendance requirements as established by developmental education
guidelines. Students who are required by the Texas Success Initiative to take
a developmental course or courses will be required to follow the attendance
gui del i nes i n ef fect at t he ti me
developmental course or courses. Individual departments and programs m ay
also have specific attendance requirements.

If you are considering dropping a course be advised of the new state
mandated tuition fee for repeated classes. Students who register for a credit
course a third or subsequent time will be charged $60 per cred it hour in
addition to the tuition charged based on residency . Control+click here for
more tuition info.
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MUSIC ENSEMBLE ATTENDANCE POLICY

Absence from 10 percent of scheduled ensemble and producti on
meetings/rehearsals will be taken as evidence that a student does not intend

to complete the course. If this occurs prior to the 60% point of the semester,
the instructor will withdraw the student from the course with an assigned
grade of W. The instr uctor may reinstate the student if satisfied that the
student will resume regular attendance and complete the course. In the
event of an excused absence (illness or death in the immediate family or
attendance of an MCC sponsored event), prior notification  of the missed
rehearsal is required.

RECITAL ATTENDANCE

All music majors are expected to attend 15 recitals per semester for 4
semesters. Most transferring institutions require certification of recital
attendance each semester. At the end of each semester, you will supply your
applied instructor with printed programs from the recitals you have attended

or those in which you have performed. A note will be made on your transcript
each semester that you have completed this requirement. In addition to
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MCC recitals and concerts, Baylor University provides a wide variety of
performances at times that will fit into your schedu  le. MCC performances are
posted on the PAC lobby marquee. Many music instructors post the Baylor
Recital Schedule on their bulletin boards or you can access many on the
Baylor.edu website. The Waco Symphony frequently provides opportunities
to purchase deeply discounted tickets. Check with you applied instructor.

JURIES AND RECITALS

All instrumental and vocal music majors are required to perform on a jury at

the end of each semester (the final exam for your MUAP applied lessons).
Music Majors perfor ming on an exit recital are exempt from this requirement
for the semester of their recital.  Vocalists and some instrumentalist s will
need an accompanist. Please take note of the ACCOMPANIST
GUIDELINES on p. 28.

Music Majors are also required to perform a solo work  on a recital at least
once per semester as part of the applied lesson requirement, although this
policy may vary from teacher to teacher.  Small ensembles may also perform
on recitals. Major ensembles will perform at least two concerts per semester.
You will receive these dates at the beginning of the semester. Mark your
calendar when you receive the dates! If you are employed, make
arran gements early in the semester to be off on those dates. Absence from a

If they
occur during scheduled class times, you should speak with your instructors
well ahead of the scheduled absence.

You are expected to look and dress professionally for all other performances.

If you have any questions, your instruct or will be happy to help you. If you or
your family plan to videotape your performance, please place the cameras
discreetly at the back of the auditorium. You are also expected to follow
proper concert etiquette & both as a performer and as an audience m ember.
Please inform your family and friends of the proper code of conduct during
live performances. The following guidelines are posted at major concert
events and often provided as program inserts:

Accompanist Guidelines

All students enrolled in applied lessons will be supplied with an
accompanist for recitals and juri es (not including exit recitals).

No student will perform on a recital or jury without rehearsing with
an accompanist at least once.

Students must notify their accompanist  no later than one week prior
to a performance. Accompanists are not req uired to play without
sufficient notice.

Students are responsible for arranging rehearsal times with their
accompanist. All accompanists will post jury rehearsal times at the
end of the semester. Al | music for juries should be
hand two weeks prior to the end of the semester.

Accompanist fees for Exit Recitals are set at $60.00, due when the
recital date is set on the FA calendar. Students should notify the
Music Coordinator when an Rxit Recital is planned. A Pre-Recital
Hearing will be scheduled two weeks prior to the recital to monitor
preparation and insure an acceptable performance. The recital
hearing should be booked when the recital is scheduled.

VOICE STUDENTS: Accompanist Fees for NATS and TMTA are set
at $60.00 for out-of-town competitions and $40.00 for local
competitions. You are responsible for these fees.

DO NOT schedule rehearsals during other classes & period!

(It would be wise to

make two copies of your music when it is assigned & be sure that the
accompani stds copy i ncl Rlehse semembdr thai fourt he not e
faculty (or student) accompanist has many other responsibilities and limited

rehearsal time at the end of the semester.  If you fail to schedule a rehearsal

prior to juries, you may be required to sing a cappella or secure your own

accompanist at your own expens e.

All students enrolled in applied instrument lessons must also be enrolled in

Concert Band 0 MUEN 112 1. Instrumental jury sign -ups are usually

coordinated through your applied lesson teacher, who also will determin e
whether you need to use an accompanist.
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PRACTICE ROOMS/ LOCKERS

Practice rooms are located in the BPAC. Most are equipped with a piano,
although several are reserved for percussion. The lobbies and hallways are
not to be used for practice.

Practice Suggestions:

Schedule your practice time just as you do work or classes. Follow
your schedule. Make it a part of your daily routine 9 a habit.

Plan your practice. Have specific goals in mind for each practice
session. Know what you want to a ccomplish before you begin.

Keep a practice journal. List the date and vyour
goals/accomplishments.

Write down your practice assignments given to you by your applied
instructor . Keep a note of specific points on which to concentrate
between lessons.

Record your lessons if possible.

You should plan to practice at least one hour daily for each 30 minute
lesson and two hours daily for every hour lesson scheduled.

Practice carefully! Dono't all ow vyourself t o pract
develop sloppy musical habits.
Warming up is an important part of practicing. Your applied lessons

instructor will guide you through a warm up routine designed for you.

MCC provides instrument lockers in PAC 146 for music students. MCC
accepts no responsibility for the security of the contents of the lockers. You
are required to provide your own lock and must provide a copy of the
combination/key to Dr. Harris. See Dr. Harris, BPAC 103 for more
information..

E-MAIL ACCOUNT

Your student e -mail account is automatically set up; you may access it
beginning the first day of classes. Your user name will be your  First name
initial , Last name initial , and Full 7 -digit MCC ID , which is located on the
front of your student ID card: Ima Student (ID number 0128043) would have
this user name: is0128043. Your default password is your birth date written

as a 6-digit number (mmddyy); you will be prompted to personalize it. To
access your student e-mail account, go to http://www.mclennan.edu/ and click
Student E -mail .

STUDENT ID/HIGHLANDER ONE CARD

You must obtain a Highlander One card (generally called your MAC card). It
is your student ID and is required to use campus services such as checking
out library books, photocopying/printing , and purchasing items from dining
facilities. Also, you can use your card where MasterCard is accepted IF you
choose to activate the debit card function. Otherwise, it is used only on
campus. Through your Highlander One Card account, financial aid and
refund disbursements are delivered to you. Activation is required to access all
campus services and to obtain any financial aid or refunds from the college.
Therefore, it is important that you activate your card immediately upon
receipt to avoid any delays in campus services.

What is the One Account?

It is an FDIC -insured checking account that enables you to use the
Highlander One Card at any of the locations where MasterCard Debit is
accepted. Cardholders can get cash from ATMs, write checks, send and
receive money electronically from their accounts, and monitor the details of
their accounts online. It is NOT a credit card.
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Are there fees associated with using the Highlander One Account?
There can be usual and customary fees associated with the Highlander One
Account:

1. If you use a Higher One ATM machine, you will not be assessed a fee.

2. If you use an ATM machine thatis not a Higher One designated ATM
machine, you will be assessed a fee by that specific institution in
addition to a per transaction fee charged by Higher One.

3. If you initiate a debit purchase, by entering your PIN number instead
of a signature based debit card transaction, you will be assessed $.50
cents per tran saction.

on the 3rd floor of the Student Center. To facilitate the testing needs of our
student population, it offers the following:

Instructional Testing
Instructors may send students from their internet, hybrid, and campus
sections to take exams. The Testing staff will also proctor make -up
exams and exams for students needing special accommodations.
Appointments are required.

Accuplacer
Accuplacer (a three -hour alternative test for Texas Success Initiative
purposes) is scheduled on days an d times to meet admission, advising
and registration needs. Accuplacer testing generally is scheduled on
Monday through Thursdays at 10:00 a.m., 1:00 p.m., and 4:00 p.m.
Late testing is offered on Thursdays at 5:00 p.m. Walk  -ins are
welcomed; however, stu dents will only be allowed to test provided they
have pre-paid the testing fees and space is available.

Other forms of testing remain available:
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The Quick THEA will be administered monthly on Wednesdays.
During peak registration times the Quick Thea will be administered
bimonthly.

National SAT and ACT tests are Saturday administrations.

TEXAS SUCCESS INITIATIV E

Are You Exempt?

You may be exempt from THEA or Accuplacer testing if you meet the following:

Any student who has a composite Scholastic Assessment Test (SAT)
score of 1070 or above (excluding writing section) with a minimum of
500 verbal and ma th scores. SAT scores are valid for five years.

Any student who has a composite American College Test (ACT) score
of 23 with a minimum English and math score of 19. ACT scores are
valid for five years.

Any student who has a TAKS minimum scale s core of 2200 on the
math section and 2200 English/Language Arts (ELA) section, with
writing sub -score of at least 3. TAKS scores are valid for three years.

Students who are on active military duty for at least 3 years
preceding enroliment.

A student who previously attended any post -secondary institution
and has been determined to have met readiness standards by that
institution.

A student who on or after August 1, 1990 was honorably discharged,
retired or released from the US Military, Tex as National Guard or as a
member of the reserve component of the armed forces of the United
States.

Any student who has completed an Associate's or a Bachelor's degree
from a college or university.

Students who have college -level work in the ar eas of Reading, Math,
and Writing.

Students enrolled in a certificate program with fewer than 42
semester hours. Students enrolled in a certificate program may
accumulate only six college -level hours outside their certificate
program before becoming liable for all Success Initiative requirements.

MATH LAB

The Math Lab is a service provided by MCC t o0 enhance student success in
mathematics and math -oriented courses. The lab provides and coordinates
math tutoring and support labs connected to Math courses. The lab also
assists and facilitates Internet -based math courses. The lab is located in HPE
218; for more information, call 299 -8878.

WRITING CENTER

The Writing Center offers assistance to any McLennan Community College
student with writing tasks i from class essays, research papers, and other
forms of academic writing to letter writing and résumes. The Writing Center
also offers several excellent software resources to help students with specific
grammatical concepts, word processing, and a variety of other topics. It is
located in the Learning Technology Center, Room 217.  For more information,
visit the Center or call 299 -8356.

STUDENT SUPPORT SERVICES

This program is available to eligible students with academic potential who
may be having difficulty in their course work. The Center offers tutorial
assistance, career and academic counseling, instr uction in basic skills,
cultural enrichment activities and referrals to health, employment and
housing agencies or resources. Qualified McLennan Community College
students are recruited and trained to serve as peer tutors for most academic
and technical a reas. Day and evening tutoring sessions may be arranged by
contacting the office, third floor, Student Center during the hours of 8:00 a.m.

to 5:00 p.m. Students who desire program services must complete an
application form. All services are available a t no cost to eligible students. For
more information, please call 299 -8431.

Eligible Students
Must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents and meet one of the following
criteria:

Neither parent has a four -year college degree.

Student has a documented disability (physical, psychological,
emotional, or learning, etc.)
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Student meets federal income guidelines.

FOUR-YEAR TRANSFER ASSISTANCE/COUNSELOR --Student Support
Services has a Counselor available to assist students prior to transferring to

a four-year college or university following their McLennan Community
College studies. Information regarding courses and programs that will
transfer, trips to visit transfer inst itutions, and career and academic
counseling are available. The Transfer Counselor is located on the third floor

of the Student Center. Music faculty will work closely with students to
facilitate transfer; you may make an appointment with your music advi sor
for help.

FINANCIAL AID

The Office of Financial Aid, located in the Student Services Building, assists
eligible students in obtaining financial aid to meet educational expenses.
Ordinarily financial aid is in the form of student employment, loans,
scholarships, grants, or a combination of these.  For additional information
and/or application forms, a student should contact the office at 299 -8698.
Students who receive scholarships are expected to fill out the FAFSA forms.

TARTAN SCHOLARS HONORS PROGRAM

The Tartan Scholars Program, which recognizes students with outstanding
academic and creative abilities, is open to all qualified students. Tartan
Scholars are selected in the spring for the following year and receive full
tuition for up to 18 hours per semester, fees, and a stipend for books (in
addition to other perks associated with this program) for up to four long
semesters. Tartan Scholars may hold other scholarships simultaneously . A
varied curriculum of honors courses are provide d each semester, most of
which apply to the McLennan Community College Core Curriculum. Tartan
Scholars are expected to participate in community service projects, monthly
meetings and other activities. To be considered for the program, an applicant
must apply using the McLennan Community College Foundation Scholarship
application by the deadline in January of each year, must be enrolled or plan

to enroll full -time or part -time, have a college GPA of 3.25 or higher, have a
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high school grade average of B or higher, and have passed THEA or be
exempt.

CAMPUS COMPUTER LABS

Students are expected to submit typed work in academic courses . Each
semester you are charged a technology fee that assures your access to the
open computer labs in the McLennan Community College Library, Writing
Center, and Math Lab, which are housed in the Learning Technology Center
and Math Department. Check for hours of o peration. Notebook computers
are available for use anywhere in the LTC and in the plaza outside. There is
no charge unless you keep a notebook computer out past its two -hour due
time. Supply your own flash drive or CD.

FA 104 houses a computer lab for students and can be used when there are
no classes being held & check for a schedule. There is currently no printer
available.

All campus buildings provide a wireless environment. Many students bring
laptops to class for note taking.

BLACKBOARD ONLINE SUPPORT

More and more professors require students to access Blackboard online in
order to collect class assignments. This software supports college and
university classes around the nation and is well worth your time to learn.
Many professors use Bb to supplement class curricula.  Your professors will
inform you if you must use it for a course.  Once you enroll in a Blackboard -
enabled class, you will automatically have access. Most professors offer
demonstrations of how to access and navigate.
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OTHER CAMPUS FACILITIES

Mandatory facilities use fees paid by students entitle you to free admission at
many athletic events as well as use of campus tennis and racquetball courts,
Olympic -sized swimming pool (HPE), walking tracks, and weight room
(HPE). Check with the appropriate office for hours of operation. The College
is home to repeat national champions in tennis, golf, the dance company, and
baseball as well as regional champions in basketball. Most athletic events
are free to students, as are many con certs and events at the Bosque River
Stage.

TRANSITIONING TO COLLEGE

The following section provides advice for students as they make the
transition to a college environment, where personal responsibility is essential

for success. Remember that your profe ssors want you to succeed and
encourage you to schedule office appointments when you need advice or
counseling.

What Your Professors Expect From You

You are expected to be in class. Absence from 25% of classes (10% of an
ensemble) may cause your profe ssor to drop you from a class , as per
guidelines established by College policy.

You are expected to be prepared for class. Few complete a degree
having been prepared for every class without fail. However, if you
make a habit of coming to class unprepared, you are wasting your time

You are expected to participate in evalu ations honestly. A teachable
spirit is important in any college class. Your ability to handle
constructive criticism is of intense importance in manifesting a
positive professional attitude.

You must not cheat on examinations or assignments . This is a
cardinal rule of any course. Academic dishonesty is looked upon with
extreme disdain. You are much better off admitting ignorance for
having failed to prepare than to try to cover up. Honesty is the most
fundamental portion of your contract as a student. Do not plagiarize
work and submit it as your own. Do not submit as your own work
clipped from Internet sources. Refer to campus policy defining and
describing what constitutes plagiarism . Your professors will notify you
about the severe penalti es that result from acts of academic
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dishonesty. Most professors give a zero assignment grade at
minimum.

You are expected to ask informed questions and challenge ideas put
before you. You are not expected to be a passive recipient of
knowledge . On few occasions in your life will you be exposed for such a
period to such a diversity of experts. You are expected to take
advantage of that situation.

10 Survival Tips
1. Keep a calendar. You will forget meetings and appointments.

2. Go to the library . You cannot depend solely on the Internet for resources.
Learn how to distinguish good Internet sources from lousy  ones. Your
professors will reject research from many web sites because they are
neither juried nor adjudicated.  You can research our academic library
from home via the online catalog if you have a modem or an Internet
service provider. Waco has several.

3. Periods of quiet relaxation are most effective directly after meals or just
before bed. Stay healthy by arranging regular meals and scheduling
exercise and relaxation periods. Take advantage of the campus
exercise facilities.

4. Schedule your stud y periods. Use those elements of your current habits
that you find most effective but make necessary revisions. Plan for
breaks (10-15 minutes) between study periods for different subjects.
Get up and walk if you lose focus. Get some sleep after studyin g for an
exam. Educational research indicates that the mind will assimilate
more of what you have studied while you sleep , so early morning
sessions work best as a refresher only. Students who study but also
sleep the night before outperform students who pull all -nighters and
dondt oOsl eep on it. o

5. Make college the top priority in your life . Cut outside work to 20 hours or
less. Commit your best efforts to school. = The most common cause of
academic failure is poor time management . According to research
conducted at colleges across the country by the Harvard School of
Educati on, 0The single biggest troubl
students who struggle is a pattern of studying in a series of short
bursts. Instead of spending sustained periods of tim e engaging with

6. Do not use your involvement in performing arts as an excuse for falling
grades. In fact, with the exception of students in intercollegiate
athletics, students involved in performing arts actually have equal or
higher grade point averages than students who do not participate in
such time -intensive activities. Moreover, students who participate in
the arts on campus report a higher level of engagement and
satisfaction with the college experience. (Making the Most of College
29-34)

7. Take complete and well -organized lecture notes to help you concentrate
and learn in class and to provide you with material to study for exams.
Some students bring laptop computers to class.  Writing increases
information retention dramatically and makes the time pass faster in
class. Develop your own outlinin g and note-taking style and include
some short-hand symbols. Doodle or cartoon in your notes. Many
students in the arts find that pictures work as well as words in
retaining information.

8.Do all assignments aFoldwidsouctdotsoget behi nd.
assignments precisely and turn them in on time. Proofread; do your
best; eliminate misspellings with spellcheckers on your computer;
check your work; turn in a neat copy.  Remember that you have access
to campus computer labs. Most professors require t yped copy. Writing
(and drafting) on computer will improve the quality of your work.
Most professors prefer Microsoft Word attachments if you submit your
papers by e-mail.

9. According to recent studies, t he t wo most common frequent
students who are in trouble academically are 1) the student becomes
isolated from the college community, declining to participate in group
activities, study sessions, etc., and 2) the student demonstrates an
unwillingness to seek help from professors or other ¢ ampus
professionals. Students who stay connected and seek help recover
academically much more successfully. (Making the Most of College,
34-36)
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10. Take Care of You! If you are living away from home, you have to parent
yourself. Students who place the mselves in unhealthy environments,
whether physiological or psychological, become overstressed and find it
difficult to immerse themselves in the college experience, which has
plenty of its own stresses. If you need help, seek it. Many resources
are available to you on a college campus. Your faculty advisor will
help you find them. But only you can make sure that you eat healthy,
drink lots of water, sleep, and get exercise.
