The Waco Jazz Orchestra began life in the spring of 1985 under the direction of Mike Jacobson 
(professor of saxophone at Baylor University) and Dave Hibbard (trumpeter and head of MCC's 
Commercial Music Department), who organized preliminary efforts by local musicians Al Newman, Tom 
Riggs, Nick Klaras, Ed Burleson, Joe Johnson, and others.  Mike eventually found support for WJO as a 
Continuing Education course at Baylor. 

In addition to concerts at Baylor, WJO began performing summer concerts at Indian Springs with 
cooperation from the City of Waco.  Those first concerts in 1986 eventually led to the city's Summer 
Sounds concert series. When Mike left WJO in 1992 to pursue a doctorate, trumpeter Joe Johnson took 
over the band.  The link to Baylor ended a few years later, and the band became an autonomous entity, 
rehearsing at Waco High School before establishing a relationship with McLennan Community College.  

Trumpeters Verne Sielert and Tim Cates followed Johnson as directors.  When Cates relocated to 
Houston in 2015, Byron Swann took over as director, followed by Noah Alvarado in 2020.  WJO's 
concerts at MCC are a well-attended staple on the local jazz calendar.  WJO has also featured guest artists 
over the years, starting with saxophonist Pete Christlieb, and including drummer Louis Bellson, 
saxophonists Chris Vadala and Chris Merz, percussionist Jerry Steinholz, trumpeter Bobby Shew and 
multi-instrumentalist/vocalist Gunnhild Carling.   

This evening’s program features several arrangements with seasonal titles.  It also includes classic big 
band arrangements (“Rockin’ in Rhythm”, from the Duke Ellington Orchestra, “Corner Pocket”, from 
Count Basie, and “MacArthur Park”, a classic Maynard Ferguson feature), as well as original 
compositions and arrangements by band members Dave Wild, Terry Tomlin and Rob Page.  The WJO 
Combo (Noah Alvarado, Dave Wild, Terrence Guerrero and Steve Scheifley) will also perform the jazz 
standard “’Tis Autumn”.
